Nantucket Fire Ambulance Billing Options 

Nantucket Fire has not increased its ambulance billing rates in 6 years.  Our rates are currently one of 
the lowest in the state.  Changes in our ambulance billing rates, to bring us in line with other 
communities, will generate additional annual revenue of between $500,000 and $800,000, to support 
increased services and staffing levels.  The proposed rates are identical to Oak Bluffs Fire Department.  
They are above the average rate set by municipal ambulance services but below the rate of private 
ambulance companies.

200.13.5 – Add required language to prohibit parking except by permit.  



200.13.6 – Establish time period in which parking by Long-Term Permit is allowed.  Suggest 30-day limit but that is only a place to start the discussion.  



200.13.7 – Renumber existing 200.13.6 to 200.13.7



200.16.1.9 – Add language to create a Long-Term Parking Permit and establish a fee.  Suggest $10 per day with a seven-day grace period but hat is only a place to start the discussion.

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DISCUSSION 1:	BOARD DISCUSSION ON RESIDENTIAL PARKING PERMITS



200.16.1.1    Residential Parking Permit: Where Stopping, Standing or Parking is not otherwise prohibited within the Residential Parking Permit District, up to two (2) permits shall be issued to owners of Vehicles who own or rent dwellings which front on streets included in the Resident Parking Permits District or Core District, provided that a fee of $50 for applications submitted between January 1 and May 31 or $100 for applications submitted between June 1 and December 31 has been paid to the Town; the applicant shows satisfactory proof that he or she lives on a Public Way in one of the districts during the period between June 1 and September 30 of the year for which he is seeking a permit by using a tax bill, executed lease with a term greater than 90 days or other acceptable documentation as proof; and a valid registration card for the Vehicle to be permitted is shown.  Applicants who require additional permits shall be issued a permit provided that a fee of $250 for each additional vehicle for applications submitted between January 1 and May 31 or $500 for each additional vehicle for applications submitted between June 1 and December 31 has been paid to the Town.  Applicants for Residential Parking Permits may register one (1) corporate owned vehicle per applicant when the vehicle being registered is owned by a corporate entity rather than the applicant.  Denial of permits for corporate vehicles can be appealed to the Board of Selectmen.  [Fee established by the Board of Selectmen on December 17, 2014, effective January 1, 2015]. Owners of Vehicles who live full-time aboard a vessel moored on a Town licensed mooring shall be eligible for a Residential Parking Permit under this section.  Provided that a fee of $75 has been paid to the Town; the applicant shows satisfactory proof that he or she lives full-time on a vessel that is properly documented by the U.S. Coast Guard or properly registered by the State of Massachusetts and moored on a mooring properly permitted by the Town of Nantucket during the period between June 1 and September 30 of the year for which they are seeking a permit and a valid registration card for the Vehicle to be permitted must be provided. The Signature of the Harbormaster is required to verify proof of full-time live-aboard status. [Fee established by the Board of Selectmen on October 22, 2014, effective October

30, 2014]

Section 200.13 	MUNICIPAL PARKING LOTS



200.13.5	Except as otherwise provided in Section 200.13.6, noNo Person shall allow or permit any Vehicle owned or registered in his/her name to park within any designated Municipal Parking Lot for a period of time in excess of seven (7) consecutive days (168 hours).  



200.13.6	Between the time period from the second Tuesday in October (Tuesday after Columbus Day), thru the third Friday in May (Friday before Memorial Day), parking shall be allowed for a period of up to thirty (30) consecutive days in the Municipal Parking lot located at the rear of 2 Fairgrounds Road provided that a valid Long Term Parking Permit is properly displayed.  However, any vehicle so parked must be properly registered, insured and inspected.  



200.13.67	No Person shall allow or permit any Vehicle longer than 30-foot total length to park within any Municipal Parking Lot except in spaces designated and Posted for such vehicles.  



Section 200.16	PARKING PERMITS



200.16.1.9	Long Term Parking Permit:  Owners of vehicles that desire to park a vehicle for longer than 7 days, may make application providing such information as the Town requires, for a permit to allow for the long term parking of a vehicle within a Municipal Parking Lot where such long term parking is permitted.  The fee for this permit shall be $10.00 per day commencing upon the eighth day that the vehicle is permitted to park, (no charge for days 1 thru 7).  A long term parking permit shall not be valid beyond 30 days.

Courtesy Vehicles

A vehicle owned, operated or hired by, a commercial enterprise, to be used, or designated to be used, for the conveyance of passengers to and from the commercial enterprise without payment of a direct fee for said conveyance.



200.5	STOPPING, STANDING AND PARKING PROHIBITED IN CERTAIN PLACES



200.5.3	No Driver of a Courtesy Vehicle shall stand or park a Courtesy Vehicle in any designated parking space, loading zone, or space specifically designated as a loading area for Courtesy Vehicles without first having obtained a Courtesy Vehicle Permit from the Town.



200.16	PARKING PERMITS



200.16.1.10	Courtesy Vehicle Permit:  Where Stopping, Standing or Parking is not otherwise prohibited, permits may be, upon application, issued or reinstated to owners or operators of Courtesy Vehicles subject to the following:



· Vehicle must be properly commercially registered and inspected in Massachusetts;

· Vehicle must be well maintained and in good condition

· Vehicle must be clean inside and outside and be well-painted; 

· Vehicle must have all wheels covered with hubcaps;



The annual fee, (January 1 through December 31) for a Courtesy Vehicle Permit shall be $500.00.  Permits so issued shall be displayed pursuant to Section 200.16.2.2.  If the permit is lost or suspended pursuant to Section 200.16.6, a replacement/reinstatement fee of $50.00 shall apply.  [Fee established by the Board of Selectmen on February 17, 2016]



200.16.4	There must be no unpaid Parking tickets issued to the registration of the Vehicle to be eligible to receive any permit issued under 200.16.1.2, and 200.16.1.7 and 200.16.1.10 of this section.



200.16.6	Courtesy Vehicle Operation.  Operators of Courtesy Vehicles shall adhere to all traffic laws and regulations pertaining to the operation of motor vehicles.  Such operators shall present a clean and neat appearance and not be smoking.  For violations of this section, in addition to any penalty specified under law or these regulations, the Courtesy Vehicle Permit may be suspended by the Police Chief or his designee until payment of the reinstatement fee under Section 200.16.1.9.
