The Contract Review Committee (CRC) met to discuss strategy in the event that Article 9 (Human Services Budget) is called at town meeting. 
Dorothy made an announcement before the meeting. The Behavioral Health Task Force is having forums on addiction, the first one on Thursday April 7th at the High School and then a two day workshop on Saturday and Sunday April 9th and 10th that will be held at the Community School on Center St. Also, Gosnold Treatment Center and Access Nantucket will be opening a facility here on Nantucket. 
The CRC supports treatment of metal health but they also need to be fiscally responsible.
In the event that article 9 is called at town meeting, in terms of protocol, the person who calls the article will get five minutes to speak and the rebuttal is allowed two minutes. Should the CRC call the article first or wait to see if it gets called? Members do not think the CRC should call the article since they can defend how they came to their decision. The strategy would be to keep it short and factual. If more money is pulled to fund an agency the funding source must be identified. 
The CRC recommendations were reviewed by the Board of Selectman and the Finance Committee and approved unanimously.

Dorothy, as chair, will do the initial speaking with a list of talking points.  The CRC will be ready and will stick to the facts. The CRC recommendations were unanimously approved by The BOS, FinCom and the CRC.
