DRAFT MINUTES NANTUCKET COUNCIL ON AGING – April 6, 2016

The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Tom McGlinn at 1:38 PM. at the Saltmarsh Senior Center.  Members Present:  Tom McGlinn, Ella Finn, Joe Aguiar, Colleen McLaughlin, Randy Wight, Charles Manghis and Glenora Kelly Smith.
Members Absent:  Daryl Westbrook and Chuck Gifford
Guests: Laura Stewart, Saltmarsh Center Program Director and Rachel Chretien, Nantucket Director of Human Services.  Mr. McGlinn ascertained that a quorum was present.  Mr. Aguiar moved with Mrs. Wight seconding to accept the agenda for the meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.  
Draft minutes from the March meeting were provided before the start of the meeting.  Ms. Finn suggested that the minutes be corrected to reflect the non-use of cell phones at meetings is a Town regulation.  Mr. Aguiar moved with Mrs. Kelly-Smith seconding to approve the amended draft minutes with the change. The motion passed unanimously.   Members discussed a procedure for preparing and disseminating draft minutes.  Ms. McLaughlin and Mr. Aguiar will compile draft minutes during a meeting and share their notes.  Mr. Aguiar will then prepare a final draft and e-mail copies to Mr. McGlinn and Ms. McLaughlin who will check for accuracy and typos.  Once both agree that the draft minutes represent what occurred, Mr. Aguiar will e-mail the minutes to Mrs. Stewart.  She will e-mail the draft to all Council members.  No amendments, deletions, or corrections can be made to the draft minutes until the next official meeting of the Council on Aging.
Mr. Aguiar moved with Ms. McLaughlin seconding to move to executive session for the purpose of listing nominees for the annual Senior Man and Woman of the Year honor.  The motion passed unanimously at 1:45 PM.  Eight names, four men and four women were listed.  The Council on Aging will begin to consider these names and others submitted from the general population at the May meeting.  Mr. Aguiar moved with Mrs. Wight seconding that the Council on Aging Board return to the public session at 2:00 PM.  The motion passed unanimously.
Members discussed potential proposals for Title III and other grant opportunities. The majority of the discussion related to travel opportunities for seniors particularly for off-Island events.  Numerous suggestions were offered about marketing the activity and using the expertise of the sponsoring organization to promote the activity.
Mrs. Kelly-Smith asked if there was anything which could be done for people who need hearing aids.  Ms. Finn reported there were no grants to meet this need.  Ms. Finn indicated that she had seen where COSTCO provides a discount for members who provide a prescription.
Mr. Aguiar moved with Ms. McLaughlin seconding that Rachel Chretien, Human Services Director, speak about all aspects surrounding the Our Island Home, including the “Small House” concept at the May meeting of the Nantucket Council on Aging.  The motion passed unanimously.  Council members can prepare for her visit by reading reports on the Town’s website under OIH, SK reports and a video.
Mr. Aguiar asked if the NCOA should consider endorsing the plan for the future Our Island Home.  Rachel agreed that the COA endorsement would be worthwhile.  The matter could be considered at a future time when all the information need is available.
Ms. Finn indicated that she had no report from the most recent Elder Services for Cape Cod and the Islands meeting since she was away from the area and could not attend.  Ms. Finn also announced the Landmark House will sponsor a one-half hour, one day per week for six week matter of balance workshop.  Ms. Finn and Mrs. Susan Guarandi will direct the session in the Great Room at Sherburne Commons.  The date is yet to be determined.
Mrs. Wight asked that the Council on Aging and the Saltmarsh Center promote a fund-raising brunch at the White Elephant.  The proceeds, except for drinks and tips, go to the agency you designate on your check.  One agency participating this year is Elder Services of Cape Cod and the Islands.  The date for the buffet is 
Mr. McGlinn, Ms. McLaughlin and Mr. Aguiar will attend the Nantucket Council for Elder Affairs meeting on April 20, to request funding for the Senior Man and Women Luncheon, and to request a special meeting of the Corporation members concerning the needed improvements to the building, respectively.  Mr. Aguiar will offer his services to help their group write grant proposals to Title III, Elder Services for Cape Cod and the Islands, to the Town’s Contract Review Committee, and to other Nantucket non-profits who might address specific needs of the Nantucket Center for Elder Affairs.
