The Contract Review Committee (CRC) received a letter from Family & Children’s Services of Nantucket (FCSN) expressing concerns about the FY17 grant agreement with the Town, especially having a management audit done as a term and condition of the FY17 contract.
 Whose roll is it to answer these concerns? The Board of Selectmen (BOS) and town administration. 
The CRC receives the requests for funds, reads them and then meets with each applicant to ask questions. The CRC will meet with applicants more than once if additional information is needed. The CRC will then make recommendations to the (BOS) and the Finance Committee (FinCom). The final vote is at the Annual Town Meeting (ATM) where it is voted on by the town, however the article can be called and changes can be made at this time. The CRC is an advisory group that makes recommendations, and the BOS can approve them or reject them.
 It was suggested that a letter be sent to Nantucket Family & Children’s Services for them to contact town administration since the CRC only makes recommendations and not the final approval.  A motion was made and seconded for CRC to send a letter to FCSN to send their letter to the Town Manager. Dorothy will draft a letter to FCSN. 
The FY17 contracts will go before the BOS on June 15th.
